The origins of this meeting are somewhat hazy in the
minds of the old-timers who still attend the meeting.
Linda S. tells of the meeting starting at Mort’s Deli in
Pacific Palisades in the very early 1980’s. She does
remember that they were kicked out (for not tipping)
around 1984 or early 1985.

At that point, the meeting moved to a bank building
at Webb Way Road and Pacific Coast Highway. From
then on it was called “Sunday Morning Malibu”. It was
listed as a 10:30a meeting in the CA Los Angeles
Meeting Directory at least through 1990.

According to Mort S. and Julie D. around 1993 the
meeting was again looking for a new location. The
trusted servants at the meeting had always seen and
talked about the Michael Landon Center at Malibu
Bluffs Park but thought that they would never let people
“like us” in. At that time the secretary for the meeting
was a prominent attorney. He spoke to the Parks
Commissioner and “voila” we got the room.

Still a Step-Study meeting, we do a step a week and a
tradition on the first Sunday of each month. Despite
several attempted “huge” rent increases, occasions
where the meeting couldn’t get into the building, or had
to have the meeting in the janitor closet of the building,
over the years the meeting has stayed at the Michael
Landon Center and grown. From 10-20 people in the
90’s and into the early 2000’s to the last few years where
the meeting averages 50 or more people and to the
occasions with 70-80 people in the last couple years. To
today when after the recent fire that burned from PCH
to the ocean, the meeting has an even better view of the

ocean.

Una historia nitida de la reunién “Bagles por la Playa”
esta un poco nebulosa en las mentes de los miembros
antiguos quienes todavia asisten a esa reunion. Linda S.
dice que la reunién empezé en “Mort’s Deli” en Pacific
Palisades en los principios de los afios 80. Ella recuerda
que fueron expulsados (por no haber dado propinas)
alrededor de 1984 o en los principios de 1985.

A esa altura, la reunion se movié a un edificio de un
banco en Webb Way Road and Pacific Coast Highway.
En aquel entonces fue llamado "Malibu por la manana
del domingo" y estaba enumerado como una reunién a
las 10:30a en el directorio de la CA Los Angeles por los
afios 1990.

Segin Julie D. y Mort S., alrededor de 1993 la
reunién buscaba otra vez un nuevo local. Los
Servidores de Confianza de la reunién habian visto y
siempre han hablado del “Centro de Michael Landon a
los pefiascos de Malibu” pero pensaron que nunca
dejarian a gente "como nosotros" entrar. En aquella
época, el secretario de la reuniéon era un abogado
prominente. El habl6 a la comisién de los parques y
"voila" conseguimos el cuarto.

Todavia la reunién continto siendo una del Estudio
de Los Pasos estudiando un paso a la semana y una
tradicion por el primer domingo de cada mes. A pesar
de haber tenido varios aumentos "enormes" del alquiler,
habia ocasiones cuando la reunién no podria conseguir
el edificio, tuvo que tener la reunion en el armario del
portero del edificio, nuestra reuniéon ha permanecido en
el centro de Michael Landon y ha crecido.
Generalmente 10-20 personas vinieron en los afios 90 y
en el 2000. Durante los tltimos afios la reunién tiene
promedios de 50 personas o méas en la reunion y en
ocasiones hay 70-80 personas en los tltimos dos afios.
Después del fuego reciente en que se quemé de PCH al
océano, la reunién tiene una vista mucho mejor del
océano.
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2nd Step Observation

I came into this program powerless and with my life
unmanageable. "Soundness of mind" was nonexistent. At that
time, the depth of my "insanity" was so pervasive that I had
nowhere to go but up and, alternatively, to stay a minute longer
was certain death.

This is where a spiritual experience manifested into action,
which, for me, was willingness "as only the dying can be." Simply
put, I "came to believe" because I did not want what I had or
where I would otherwise be. Although I had a distant concept of
a Higher Power working in the greater scheme of life, my reliance
on self precluded any notion of my relationship with that Power.

The program "suggested" that I had to believe and I chose to do
so. It is that simple. This was to surrender to a force that I came
to believe and with which I was required to have a daily dialogue.
Although "surrender" is not a word found in the authorized text of
AA, it is a concept that fits well for me. As the image of a soldier
laying down his rifle in the presence of his captor only to sit idly
by and wait for direction, is the extent I have to go to in the
imagery of how I must believe that my Higher Power will work in
my life and restore me to sanity.

In my continued daily sobriety, my only battles are between
self and my Higher Power. I pray that I loose and surrender to

my Victor. — !: !
